

“FPSA: Student Leaders Today-Public Service Leaders Tomorrow”
Minutes
Board Meeting January 20th, 2012
St. Petersburg College

Members Present: Mr. Dan Regan, Mr. Bill Marshall, Mr. Tony Rodriguez, Mr. Mike Dexter, Mr. Dale Koning, Mr. Curtis Clay, Ms. Adriana Gonzalez, Mr. Reggie Jackson, Mr. Geno Perez, Ms. Kristine Petersen, Mr. Harold Rutledge, Ms. Shelly Oakes, Ms. Julie Hiscock, Mrs. Pam Stoel, Mr. Ray Stoel, and Mr. Chris Scaglione.
The Meeting was called to order by Mr. Regan at 10:30AM.  Mr. Regan asked that all present introduce themselves and inform the board what school they represented.  Mr. Stoel then advised Trenton High School TA program had joined FPSA and should be attending state conference this year.  Mr. Stoel further advised he was no longer the criminal justice instructor at Bell High School as he accepted the job as Dean of Students at Trenton High School.
The minutes of the Oct. 05, 2011 meeting were read and Mr. Clay motioned for the minutes to be approved which was seconded by Mr. Dexter.  Mr. Clay asked for some clarification on the 911 telecommunications being a go for industry certification.  Mr. Stoel explained that Florida Department of Education had advised it appeared to be a go for industry certification however there was no confirmation at this time. There were two or three spelling errors that were pointed out and the board was advised the changes would be made.  Mr. Stoel advised the conference call seemed to go well and would be utilized again in the future.  There being no further discussion the motion passed by consensus.  Mr. Stoel also asked the members to let him or Mr. Scaglione know if they were planning on holding district or regional competitions prior to state conference.  This information is needed for Perkins Grant.
Mr. Marshall presented the board with the Marketing Report.  He has made numerous contacts with high school programs throughout the state and has some response from a few of them.  He is also working with contacts from the Florida Sheriff’s Association along with the Chief of Police’s Association.  He further advised he was going to attend a workshop regarding marketing on Jan. 25, 2012 at St. Petersburg College.
Mr. Scaglione advised the location of the 2011-2012 state competition would be held at the Hilton in Altamonte Springs.  He further stated there were no refrigerators or microwaves in individual rooms.  He also provided a brief description of where the obstacle courses would be held.
Mr. Stoel explained to the Board the issues that had occurred at State Officer Leadership training in November 2011.  The issues were bad enough the chaperones and FPSA state officers left the training early.  Mr. Stoel applauded them for their actions as the activity that took place was not acceptable to FPSA.  Mr. Stoel further advised that monies were either reimbursed or returned to the schools and chaperones and it is hoped FPSA receives reimbursement from the Board that held the training.  This is the first time in five years of attending training with these organizations this type of problem occurred.  Mr. Stoel sent letters to all parties involved and he was contacted by Mr. Grady, Executive Director of the training, who advised he was going to resign from the training group.  Mr. Grady apologized and expressed his concern over what had taken place.  Mr. Stoel is still trying to find out which school the students were from in order to speak to their principal.  Mr. Stoel further advised he was looking for new venues for training for the state officers and would contact FFA to see if they had any type of training that would be beneficial to FPSA officers.
Mr. Stoel gave a brief report on the conference he and Ms. Stoel attended in Washington D.C. sponsored by the National Partnership for Careers in Law, Public Safety and Corrections.  Mr. Stoel further advised he spoke with Tony Sanders of SAVE Corp. and he is going to become a partner supporting the Ron Calkin Scholarship Fund.
Mr. Stoel advised the website was updated with 24 hours of the request and Ms. McCullen was doing a remarkable job.  Mr. Clay suggested that FPSA market their own t-shirts, Polo’s et on the website.  The Executive Board agreed to discuss and explore this and all present thought this was a great idea and would be beneficial to all chapters.
Mr. Stoel advised that member/charter fees were due by Dec. 15, 2011 and conference fees were due by Feb. 15, 2012. Mr. Scaglione advised hotel reservations should be made by Feb. 14, 2012.  It was also requested that conference fees and membership dues be sent in as soon as possible as there are expenses that will need to be paid within the next month.  Most of these are attributed to competition per Mr. Stoel.
Mr. Scaglione suggested that all board members and advisors check the Advisor’s Corner on the FPSA website for information as it is updated frequently.  
Mr. Scaglione further advised that Traffic Crash Report Writing would still be an event and the old FHP short form would be used.  Mr. Scaglione will have a copy downloaded on the website.
The board discussed events and event chairs which will be shown in Table 1.  Mr. Rodriguez discussed the requirements for those eligible for FPSA scholarships. Mr. Clay made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Rutledge which will be shown in Table 1.  After much discussion the motion passed by consensus.
Mr. Stoel as that Teacher Assistant members be encouraged to apply for scholarships and all FPSA members be encouraged to run for a state officer position.  Mr. Scaglione advised that candidates for state office may campaign with posters etc. at state conference.
Mr. Scaglione requested that t-shirt orders be sent to him or Mr. Stoel as soon as possible.  Mr. Stoel also asked the TA advisors to let him know of any new events that may want to add to state competition.
Ms. Oakes requested the LOGO be changed from Teacher Assistant to Teaching Assisting as this was the actual name of the program.  Mr. Stoel apologized for the mix-up and advised he would ask Ms. McCullen to make the changes immediately. 
The meeting was adjourned at 1:50PM by Mr. Stoel.

Table 1: Event Changes
CPR-Students may compete as long as they have CPR certification cards.  Next year they must have AHA cards.
Students will not fill out evidence cards for Forensics-they will list the evidence on the approved FPSA form.  Cameras will be provided by FPSA-chapters will be responsible for their own memory cards.  The cameras are Cannon PowerShot A1000IS.
Theme-the form found on the website must be used for theme submission which is due at time of conference registration.
The cover used for the community service project will not be scored-just the contents.
The scrapbook may contain all community service projects and activities conducted by the chapter throughout the school year.
Scholarship-The eligibility for a FPSA Scholarship will be amended to read: Must be a senior in good standing who has attended at least two out of four FPSA state conference/competitions.
Lesson plans will not be turned in and will be a walk-in event.
