QUALIFICATIONS FOR STATE OFFICERS

1. The candidate must be a member in good standing (membership dues paid) of his/her local chapter, regional and state.

2. The candidate must be a sophomore or a junior.

3. The candidate must have a G.P.A. of 2.5 or higher on a 4.0 system.

4. The candidate must submit an official Qualifications/Endorsement Form signed by the proper individuals on or before the deadline date.

5. Candidates must have parent's permission and advisor's recommendation.

6. The candidate must submit a completed Statement of Acceptance of Responsibility.
7. Each officer candidate is permitted to have a campaign manager to assist in the campaign.

8. Posters or any other forms of campaign materials are not to be attached to any walls, doors, glass, or any other parts of the conference hotel.  Confetti and shredded paper are not permitted.

9. All candidates must write a campaign speech of 3 -5 minutes.  This speech must be approved by the Chapter Advisor prior to presentation.  There will be a mandatory meeting with the Advisor serving as State Officer Coordinator on the first day of the conference.

10. A candidate will not destroy, deface or remove another candidate's campaign materials.

11. Candidates must remove all campaign materials by curfew the night of the election.
