The report may be single or double spaced and written only on one-side of the paper.


d.  
The cover for the packet must not exceed 9" by 12."


e.  
Creativity is encouraged.

The report must be prepared by student members; advisors should serve as consultants to ensure that the report is well organized, contains substantiated statements, and is written in a business style.



4.

The project reports must describe activities of the local chapters which were conducted between the previous year's State Leadership Conference and the current year's State Leadership Conference.

PROCEDURE:




The Community Service Project must be in the interest of the community and its citizens and be designed for chapter participation, not individual participation.  The report must describe a chapter project that serves the community.

JUDGING:

The judges are educators, business people, and professional persons who are competent to evaluate the projects.  They make their decisions on the basis of evidence included in the written documentation.  All judges' decisions are final.
