CARDIO PULMONARY RESUSCITATION

Limit:  4 Students per Chapter

PURPOSE:
To instruct Public Service students in the safe and effective use of Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation, i.e. C.P.R.

DESCRIPTION
OF EVENT:
Students will take part in a simulated C.P.R. exercise.  Each student will complete a predetermined scenario.  Each scenario will test the following skills:




1.
Proper Assessment





A.
Determine unresponsiveness





B.
Airway - 
Determine airway is clear






Breathing -
Observe chest rise and fall






Circulation -
Check pulse






Activate E.M.S. if none of the above exist




2.
Proper Technique





A.
Look, listen, feel





B.
Proper safety precautions prior to giving rescue breaths





C.
Correct placement of fingers to check pulse




3.
Did student/rescuer check the Carotid Pulse vs. Brachial Pulse




4.
Proper mouth seal




5.
Proper technique to locate the Sternum Notch and subsequent





hand placement




6.
Proper Rhythm Technique





A.
Use the count-out-loud method, i.e. 1 and 2 and 3 and 4, 





etc., and proper compression depth - 1 ½" - 2"




7.
Proper Reassessment





A.
Did student give required cycles (4)





B.
Check for return of pulse





C.
Check for return of respirations





D.
If none of the above exists, student/rescuer should continue 






C.P.R. until help arrives or is unable to continue (verbalize)

DRESS CODE:
Appropriate casual attire should be worn.  No jeans, shorts, T-shirts or shirts with slogans are permitted.

RULES AND
PROCEDURES:
1.
Awards will be given to the first three highest scores.  Judges will 




calculate all scores and all scores will be considered final.




2.
In the event of a tie score, a scenario will be given in which the 




supposed victim has resumed a heartbeat but still needs rescue 




breathing.



       
3.
Space will not permit the competition to be viewed by anyone other 



than those directly involved in judging or supervising.

                                   4.
Each chapter competing will be allowed four (4) individual competitors.   If a school has both a CJ Chapter and a TA Chapter, each chapter is permitted to enter 4 contestants.

REQUIRED 

PERSONNEL:         1.
One monitor to observe contestant and prepare the mannequin for the next competitor.


2.
Two judges to record scores.

REQUIRED 

EQUIPMENT:          1.
Two adult mannequins of the type commonly used by the A.H.A.  One mannequin for contest use and one mannequin to be used as a spare.


2.
Alcohol wipes


3.
Protective face shields - At least one for each participant

FACILITIES:
One room of a size determined to be adequate for the judges and all related personnel to occupy at the same time.


BE AWARE:

The Board voted to hold the CPR competition on the beach at Daytona Beach Shores.  The Department of Public Safety and the Fire Department will conduct this competition and supply the mannequins (I understand this may be more than 2--depends upon the number of contestants).  IF THE Department of Public Safety and the Fire Department approves, this will be on the beach for April, 1998.
