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EXTEMPORANEOUS BULLETIN BOARD DISPLAY

Limited to 4 Contestants per Chapter
PURPOSE:

To encourage Introduction to Teaching students to apply the basic skills and knowledge of developing an effective bulletin board display.

DESCRIPTION:
Contestants will be given a topic to display as a bulletin board.  This event will be conducted in a setting with individual work tables.  Contestants will be given two hours to complete their display.

DRESS CODE:
There is no assigned attire for this event.  School attire including jeans, but excluding shorts, may be worn to allow the students to work freely and to work with selected art materials.

RULES:                   1.
Students competing in this event must be enrolled in a Teacher Assisting (Introduction to Teaching) course and be a member of FPSA.

2.
The development of the specific bulletin board topic will be the responsibility of the Executive Director of FPSA.

3.
All contestants shall report to the site of the event at the time designated for the event to begin, lay out all supplies, have supplies checked by the event chairman and selected leaders, receive the bulletin board topic and poster material, and begin development of bulletin board.  Contestant's numbers will be preassigned by the chairman of the event according to the number of participating competitors.

4.
FPSA shall provide one display board per contestant.

5.
Contestants are expected to provide all art supplies for their bulletin board displays.  Contestants are not permitted to share or borrow supplies during the event.  Students may use an unlimited variety of supplies and materials with a few exceptions:  NO SPRAY CANS; NO  NON-WATER SOLUBLE PAINTS;  NO GLITTER;  NO PRE-CONSTRUCTED PROPS AND ARTWORK (i.e., NO pre-made borders, photographs, magazine pictures, or pre-cut letters) ARE PERMITTED.  All material must be firmly attached to the poster board for display purposes.

Contestants must be familiar with and adhere to the rules for this event.

Contestants shall not indicate their name or school on the bulletin board display.  The only identification will be the number assigned by the chairman of the event--stapled to the upper right hand corner of the bulletin board.

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EXTEMPORANEOUS POSTER DISPLAY

PURPOSE:

To encourage Public Service students to improve their ability to:



(1) 
analyze and interpret Public Service issues, and to 



(2) 
express and communicate this interpretation with a creative visual 
display.

DESCRIPTION:
This event shall be in the form of an individual creation of a poster, conducted in a setting with individual work tables and sufficient space for each competitor to carry out his/her form of artistic expression.




This poster is to be completed within two hours of work time.

DRESS CODE:
School attire, including jeans, but excluding shorts, may be worn to allow students the opportunity to work with selected art materials.

RULES:

1.
Students competing in this event must be enrolled in a Public Service course and FPSA.

2.
The development of the specific public service topic and provisions of backup materials (if appropriate) shall be related to the theme of the annual FPSA Conference and shall be the responsibility of the chairman for this category.

3.
All contestants shall report to the site of the event at the time designated for the event to begin, lay out all supplies, have supplies checked by the chairman and section leaders, receive the public service theme/topic and related backup materials, and begin development of the poster.  Contestant numbers will be preassigned by the chairman of the event according to number of contestants in the event.

4.
Contestants will be provided with 2 sheets of poster board.
                                 5.
Contestants are expected to provide all art supplies for their poster.  Contestants are not permitted to share or borrow supplies during the event.  Supplies may include:  water soluble paints and paint brushes, crayons, colored markers, colored lead pencils, ruler, chalk, charcoal,  pastels, angle and circle, scratch paper, pencils and pencil sharpener.  Contestants may not attach any objects to the poster.  NO SPRAY CANS OR PRE-CONSTRUCTED PROPS FOR ART WORK ARE TO BE BROUGHT TO THE SITE OF THE EVENT.  PRE-CUT, PRE-MADE MATERIALS, DIE-CUTS WILL DISQUALIFY THE CONTESTANT.
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6.
Contestants shall not indicate their name or school on the poster.  The only identification will be the number assigned by the chairman of the event.  Contestants will leave the bottom three inches of the poster blank.  This area will be used by the chairman to identify winning posters after the judging.

7.
Tie breaking procedures, if necessary, may involve Judges' review of the rating sheet section scores assigned (one or more, as  necessary) for score differences.   





Judges’ decisions are final.

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EXTEMPORANEOUS SPEAKING
PURPOSE:

To encourage Public Service Occupation students to improve their ability in organizing and presenting information about an assigned topic in an extemporaneous manner.

DESCRIPTION

OF EVENT:

Contestants shall report to a designated holding room or area.  Each contestant shall be called by number to a preparation room and after being presented the topic by the chairman, will have ten (10) minutes to prepare a speech of 2-4 minutes in length.   At conclusion of the preparation time, the contestant shall be introduced to the judges by number, previously drawn by the contestant, to present his or her speech.

DRESS CODE:
Contestants must be dressed in proper business attire.

RULES AND 

PROCEDURES:
1.
Students competing in this event must be enrolled in a Public Service Program at the secondary level.

2.
The topic will be related to the theme selected for the conference or for the year.

3.
Contestants numbers are assigned on a random selection basis.

4.
Contestants shall report at the appropriate time to a holding area until their number is called.  The contestant will be called, presented the topic, and given 10 minutes to prepare a 2-4 minute speech.  "3 x 5" index cards will be provided and notes made on these cards during preparation time may be used during the delivery of the contestant's speech.

5.
At the conclusion of preparation time the contestant shall be introduced to the judges by assigned number and will present his/her speech, using no reference other than "3 x 5" index cards.

6.
The extemporaneous speech shall be two to four (2 - 4) minutes in length.  Only one time penalty shall be deducted from the total score by the chairman of the judges.  The time penalty shall be 2 points for each 15 seconds or greater fraction thereof for speeches under two or over the four (-2 or 4+) minutes.
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7.
The timekeeper shall present flash cards advising the contestant of the time remaining at 2 minutes, 3 minutes, 3½ and 4 minutes.  The timekeeper shall advise the chairman of the judges of a time penalty.

8.
Should a tie occur within a section, judges will use scores on the rating sheet section(s) with the highest point value(s), in descending order, to break the tie.

9.
Printed materials shall not be allowed in the holding or preparation rooms.  Pencils and "3 x 5" cards will be provided for each contestant in the preparation room.

10.
Contestants must be familiar with and adhere to the "General Rules and Regulations of Public Service Competitive Events."
