FIREARMS SAFETY AND MARKSMANSHIP (ADVANCED)

1 Team of 4 Students per Chapter 
PURPOSE:

To instruct Criminal Justice Operations students in the safe and legal use of firearms.  To improve their cognitive, emotional and physical skills required for Marksmanship Training and Firearms Safety.

DESCRIPTION

OF EVENT:

Students will take part in a simulated firearms marksmanship exercise.  Each student will complete a prescribed cycle of the Federal law Enforcement Training Course (FLETC) on the Firearms Training Simulator (FATS Machine).  The following skills will be tested:

1.
FIREARMS SAFETY:    Each student competitor will be required to demonstrate Basic Pistol (Semi-Auto) Safety and Range Protocol in the course of their participation in this event.  Students must be able to do all of the following:





a.
Load and unload a semi-automatic weapon (9 mm).





b.
Demonstrate their knowledge and use of the RNA’s 





three Golden Rules of Gun Safety.





c.
Demonstrate their knowledge and use of Basic Police 




Range Protocol.

2.
ACCURACY:  Students will be scored on the FLETC Bulls Eye Target at 7 yards and 25 yards.  Students will be required to use their weak shooting hand at 7 yards, as well as a reload drill.  AT 25 yards, students will be required to use a Barricade, shooting a two-handed hold from both sides of the Barricade.

3.
COGNITIVE:  Full instruction  are given to each shooter on the screen prior to shooting each phase of the 7 yard and 25 yard Bulls Eye Course.  Students are expected to be able to read and comprehend these instructions.  There will be no coaching from judges or the FATS Machine Operator.

LIMITS:

One team of four members per Chapter.

DRESS CODE:
Appropriate casual attire should be worn.  No jeans, shorts, T-shirts or shirts with slogans are permitted.   Club jerseys/uniforms may be worn by the team.
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FIREARMS SAFETY AND MARKSMANSHIP (ADVANCED)

RULES AND

PROCEDURES:
1.
To be eligible for the advanced competition, the CJ student must have had appropriate firearms safety training and training in the laws and use of deadly force in Florida.  Students must have had training on a FATS machine.  CJ students must be an active member of FPSA and be enrolled in a state approved Criminal Justice Program at the appropriate level.




2.
Contestants will shoot a 7 yard and a 25 yard bulls eye target course. The shooting course will be the same for all contestants. Students will report to a designated holding area 10 minutes prior to their assigned times.




3.
Contestants will be judged in two categories:   Firearms Safety and Shooting Accuracy. 





a.
FIREARMS SAFETY:  Competitors can earn a total of 20 points for demonstrating the following:.






5  Points -  1)  Loads and unloads weapons safely,






5  Points -  2)  Keeps weapon pointed in a safe 







  direction at all times,






5  Points -  3)  Keeps finger off the trigger until ready 







  to shoot,






5  Points -  4)  Makes the weapon safe and reholsters 






  weapon after each course (7 yard/25 







  yard)





b.
ACCURACY:  Competitors will be scored on two FLETC courses--7 yards and 25 yards.   A total of 120 points can be scored.  A score of 230 would be the maximum score.




4.
Awards will be given for the (1) top three highest individual scores, (Top Sharpshooter Awards) and for the (2) top three highest team aggregate scores from the competing schools.  Contestants will be shooting for an individual and team score at the same time.  Judges will calculate all scores.

5.
In the event of a tie score, competitors will shoot a 15 yard course with their weak hand; one hand-hold only.   In the event of a second tie, competitors will shoot an FLETC course:  3 yard, 7 yard, 15 yard, 25 yard.




6.
Space will not permit the competition to be viewed by other than those directly involved in judging or supervising.  (Sorry).

FIREARMS SAFETY AND MARKSMANSHIP (NOVICE)
PURPOSE:

To instruct Public Service students in the safe and legal use of firearms.  To improve their knowledge of the role of firearms by the police, as well as emotional and physical skills needed in the appropriate use of a firearm.

ELIGIBILITY:
Students must attend one of two workshops to be given prior to the Novice Competition.  The Workshops will cover the following topics:

1.
Teens and Guns

2.
Firearms Safety

3.
Use of Deadly Force

4.
Role of Firearms in American Law Enforcement

5.
Firearms Liability

6.
The role of the F.A.T.S. Machine and its History as a Training Aid.

DESCRIPTION

OF EVENT:

Students will take part in a simulated combat firearms training exercise.  Each student will complete a prescribed cycle under the supervision of a Range Officer.  Novice competitors will not use interactive branching scenarios.  The following skills will be tested:

1.

JUDGMENT:  GUN CONTROL - tests the knowledge of legal use of deadly physical force, as well as judgment skills under stressful conditions.

2.

WEAPONS PROTOCOL:   Does the student follow appropriate safety and range protocol during competition?

3.

ACCURACY:   hitting a simulated target that shoots back or is non-combative.

4.

REACTION TIME:   tests and helps develop coordination of visual and physical skills.

DRESS CODE:
Appropriate casual attire should be worn.  No jeans, shorts, T-shirts or shirts with slogans are permitted.  Club jerseys or uniforms may be worn.
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FIREARMS SAFETY AND MARKSMANSHIP - NOVICE
RULES AND

PROCEDURES:



1.
To be eligible for the competition the student must be an active member of FPSA and be enrolled in  a state approved Criminal Justice Program at the appropriate level.


2.
Contestants will perform four scenarios.  The scenarios will be the same for all competitors.  Students waiting to compete will be in one location and students who have completed the course in a separate location with a monitor.


3.
Contestants will be judged in Four categories, Weapons Protocol, Shooting accuracy, Judgment and Reaction time.  Contestants scores will be displayed on a screen after each scenario and recorded for each student by surname and school.  A judge will tally the scores.


4.
Awards will be given for the first three high individual scores.  Judges will calculate all scores.


5.
In the event of a tie score, a one scenario cycle will be shot as a tie breaker.


6.
Space will not permit the competition to be viewed by other than those directly involved in judging or supervising.  (Sorry).
