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CRIMINAL JUSTICE EVENT

Latent Fingerprint Lift and Identification




Purpose:
To encourage students to experience the field of forensic science and develop skills of lifting and identifying latent prints.

Limits:
Open to Criminal Justice students only. Maximum of 2 students per chapter.

Description:
Students will locate a latent print on an object by using fingerprint powder. Student must then lift print with tape and transfer to a white card. Finally, student must identify the standard pattern of prints as a loop, whirl, or arch.

Equipment:
Sirchie Patrol Latent Print Kit, objects to be printed, butcher paper, powder clean up, plastic gloves

Dress:
Casual.

Rules:
1. Students must be enrolled in a Criminal Justice program and be a member of FPSA.


2. Students will be assigned to a workstation or desk by number, with all necessary equipment provided.


3. Students will be given an object with a latent print on it.


4. Using the available equipment, student will locate print, lift it, transfer it to a white card and identify the standard pattern as a loop, whirl, or arch.


Judging:

1. Correct identification of print.




2. Clean lift (free of smudges, smears, and dust on card). Rated 1-5




3. Clearly identifiable characteristics (Ridge detail). Rated 1-5
